At a side-event to the international Syria conference in April 2018 in Brussels,
Kenanah Alchaieb, a Syrian HOPES scholarship holder studying in Jordan,
discussed prospects for Syrian youth in the region with Commissioner
Johannes Hahn, Commissioner for European Neighbourhood Policy and
Enlargement Negotiations.

Kenanah is currently studying for a Master's degree in business administration. She reported
on the hopes and fear she and other Syrian students have for their future. The main issue for
all of them is their professional career. How will they be able to utilise and expand the
knowledge acquired at university for their own benefit and that of the societies they are part
of?

While Kenanah will soon obtain her Master's
degree, a project realised by the American
University of Beirut with support from
HOPES focuses on preparing female
refugee students of pre-university age for
degree programmes in STEM subjects.
Brooke Atherton EI-Amine, the responsible

living in an informal tented refugee
settlement acquire the necessary scientific knowledge to successfully pass the Lebanese high
school exam at a school especially designed for these circumstances.
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The event on 23" April, organised by the European Commission in cooperation with the
DAAD led HOPES consortium, UNICEF and the NGO Spark, highlighted the importance of
education for Syrian youth. DAAD Secretary General Dr Dorothea Ruland opened the event
together with Commissioner Hahn. She underlined the importance of higher education in
crisis situations such as that currently prevailing in Syria and its neighbouring countries:

“If young people are deprived of education they are deprived of
their future. We need to help them develop their skills and
personality so that they can contribute to their societies in the

long term.*

The DAAD-led HOPES project addresses exactly these needs.
HOPES is implemented by the German Academic Exchange
Service (DAAD) and its European partners British Council,
Campus France and Nuffic in Turkey, Jordan, Lebanon, Egypt
and Iraq. It aims to improve access to higher education for
refugees and vulnerable youth from the host communities. The
project is fully financed by the EU Regional Trust Fund in
Response to the Syrian Crisis, the ‘Madad Fund’. Over the past
two years, HOPES has provided 470 full academic scholarships
for Syrians and vulnerable youth from the host communities;
2.325 students have been offered English language courses and
31 projects at local educational institutions will be granted
financial support for their implementation.

But this is only the beginning and much remains to be done.

Commissioner Hahn promised to put the young people's

suggestions and wishes on the agenda of the international Syria

conference and to advocate for maintaining a focus on education © DAAD/HOPES
in the EU’s support for Syria and the region.

The EU’s response to the crisis: the Madad Fund

The Madad Fund is a key instrument in responding to the crisis. With contributions and
pledges from 22 EU member states and Turkey, amounting to now more than €150 million,
and contributions from various EU instruments the fund has reached a total volume of €1.5
billion to date. €1.2 billion have been adopted in actions by the board and €920 million have
been contracted to 47 projects on the ground, reaching over two million people.




The key priorities of the trust fund are:

To provide a reinforced and coherent aid response by EU member states, other donors
and EU instruments to address early recovery and resilience needs in order to preserve
the stability of neighbouring countries and lead longer term international reconstruction
efforts once a lasting peace has been established.

To contribute to the goal of No Lost Generation by providing all refugee and vulnerable
local children with quality education and protective services with equal access for girls
and boys.

To reduce the pressure on countries hosting refugees by investing in livelihoods, social
cohesion, health, water and sanitation, and by supporting access to vocational training
and jobs for refugees and local communities.

Mohammed fand bei
Verwandten in Amman eine Bleibe.

Erist einer der 665.000 Menschen, die aus Syrien nach Jordanien gefliichtet sind. So viele
sind es nach den offiziellen Zahlen der Vereinten Nationen. Die jordanische Regierung geht von
1,3 Millionen aus. Jordanien hat 9,5 Millionen Einwohner. Allein in Saatari, einem der grof3ten
Flichtlingscamps [https://www.zeit.de/2014/43/daniel-kerber-fluechtlinge-infrastruktur],
leben 80.000 Menschen. Seit Jahren, erst in Zelten, spater in Containern. Aus Provisorien
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wurde ein Dauerzustand. Gemessen an der Einwohnerzahl, ware es die viertgrof3te Stadt
Jordaniens. Der Grof3teil der Syrer aber, Giber 90 Prozent, ist in den Dorfern und Stadten des
Landes untergekommen.

Wie schafft es dieses kleine Land, so viele Fliichtlinge aufzunehmen, ohne selbst aus den Fugen
zu geraten? Jordanien hat kein Ol, kein Gas, die Wirtschaft, nie besonders stark, schwéachelt
seit dem Krieg im Nachbarland noch mehr. Die Arbeitslosigkeit ist hoch, 18 Prozent im
Durchschnitt, fast drei Viertel der Bevolkerung sind unter 30 Jahre alt, die
Jugendarbeitslosigkeit liegt bei 30 Prozent, Hochschulabsolventen sind davon nicht
ausgenommen. Der Bachelorabschluss [https://www.zeit.de/thema/bachelor] taugt eher fur
den Heirats- als fir den Arbeitsmarkt.

DER KONKURRENZKAMPF UM WASSER UND WOHNUNGEN WIRD HARTER

Die Lage ware schon ohne Fliichtlinge [https://www.zeit.de/thema/fluechtling] schwierig
genug. Noch bewaltigt Jordanien ihre grof3e Zahl - dank gewaltiger Summen aus Europa, aus
den Golfstaaten, aus den USA. Aus Deutschland, nach den USA zweitgrof3ter Geldgeber,
flossen 2017 Gber 570 Millionen Euro ins Land. Jordanien ist die letzte Insel der Stabilitat in der
Region, die gilt es zu sichern. Wie dringend das ist, zeigte sich vergangene Woche: Es gab die
grofdten Proteste seit Jahren, sie richteten sich gegen die Sparmaf3nahmen der Regierung.
Ministerprasident Al-Mulki reichte bei Konig Abdullah seinen Ricktritt ein. Die Fllichtlinge
verscharfen den Konkurrenzkampf um Jobs, Wasser, Wohnungen, die Mieten sind in manchen
Vierteln und Dérfern um ein Vielfaches gestiegen. Betroffen sind vor allem die &rmeren
Jordanier.

Bleibt die Unterstutzung der Fliichtlinge in Landern wie Jordanien und dem Libanon aus,
werden weitere Millionen nach Europa kommen, mahnte Entwicklungsminister Gerd Muller
schon 2016. Ein Satz, der noch heute gilt.

Viele der Gefliichteten sind jung, hoffen auf Arbeit, einen Abschluss, eine Zukunft. Hoffnungen,
die sich oft nicht erflllen werden. Es droht eine Generation ohne Perspektiven
heranzuwachsen. Um dem etwas entgegenzusetzen, gibt es zahlreiche Hilfsprogramme, von
der Europaischen Union, von Deutschland. Eines der ambitioniertesten richtet sich an
Studenten. Es sollen Fachkréfte flir den Wiederaufbau Syriens ausgebildet werden. Das
Stipendienprogramm tragt den passenden Namen Hopes (Higher and Further Education
Opportunities and Perspectives for Syrians). Finanziert wird es iber einen Treuhandfonds der
EU, den Madad Fund, der DAAD ist fiir die Umsetzung zustandig. Knapp 500 Stipendien
wurden bisher vergeben, nicht nur in Jordanien, auch in der Tiirkei, im Libanon, in Agypten
oder im Irak.

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Einer der Stipendiaten ist Mohammed al-Subi aus Daraa. In der Uni-Bibliothek erzahlt er seine
Geschichte. Nach seiner Flucht holt er den Bachelorabschluss nach, er sattelt um auf
Bauingenieur, weil er es fur nitzlicher fir den Wiederaufbau seines Landes halt. Eine
Arbeitserlaubnis, die seiner Qualifikation entspricht, erhalt er aber nicht. Es gibt zu viele
arbeitslose Jordanier. Auslander diirfen nur einfache Jobs Gibernehmen — auf dem Bau oder in
der Landwirtschaft. Er jobbt in einer Backerei, um sich Gber Wasser zu halten. Mohammed will
seinen Master machen, aber die Studiengebtihren in Jordanien sind flir Auslander hoch, an
staatlichen Hochschulen kostet ein Masterstudium zwischen 5.000 und 10.000 Euro. Er kann
es sich nicht leisten.

An eine Riickkehr nach Syrien ist noch nicht zu denken, der Krieg hat sich festgefressen.
Mohammed al-Subi, gut ausgebildet, ist mit 24 Jahren in eine Sackgasse geraten.

Mit wachsender Verzweiflung sucht er im Netz nach Stipendien, bis er auf Hopes sto(3t. Er
bewirbt sich, wird im Sommer 2016 zum Vorstellungsgesprach geladen, Professoren stellen
ihm Fragen, fachliche, zu seinen Zielen, seiner Erfahrung mit Freiwilligenarbeit, seine
Motivation, sich fiir den Wiederaufbau Syriens einzusetzen. Mohammed besteht, das
Stipendium deckt Geblihren und Lebenshaltungskosten. Er beginnt sein Masterstudium an der
JUST in Irbid. Eine Elite-Universitat, moderne Ausstattung, gute Professoren. Er ist ein
hervorragender Student. Die Absolventen der JUST haben fir gewoéhnlich keine Probleme auf
dem Arbeitsmarkt - die jordanischen. Nur fir Mohammed wird es nach seinem Abschluss
heil3en: keine Anstellung fur Auslander.

Seite 2/2: Wie lange kann Jordanien die Fliichtlinge noch schultern?

DAS DILEMMA: DIE SYRISCHEN ABSOLVENTEN BEKOMMEN KEINE ARBEITSERLAUBNIS

"Wir haben uns Zeit gekauft’, sagt Carsten Walbiner. Er leitet das Hopes-Programm und
pendelt zwischen Jordanien, der Tirkei und dem Libanon. Am Telefon sagt er: "Die grof3e
Frage, die sich nun stellt, ist: Was machen wir mit den Stipendiaten, wenn sie ihren Abschluss
haben, aber im Land nicht arbeiten dirfen? Wie vermeiden wir Enttduschungen?” Als die
Programme aufgelegt wurden, damals im Jahr 2015, dachte man in den EU-Gremien noch, der
Krieg sei bald vorbei. Aus Fliichtlingen sollten wieder Studierende werden, Menschen mit
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Ambitionen. Das ist gelungen. Aber es war eine Losung auf Zeit, die lauft jetzt ab. Und nun?
Man versucht, noch mehr Zeit herauszuschlagen mit "Niveauhaltungskursen®, schickt die
Absolventen auf wissenschaftliche Kongresse oder bereitet sie fur die Selbststandigkeit vor.
Aber langfristig, sagt Walbiner, sei Riickkehr die einzig realistische Alternative. So droht die
Ausdauer des Krieges die Frichte eines grolden Hilfsprogrammes zu rauben.

Will Mohammed zuriickkehren nach Syrien? "Jal!”, dazu ein kurzes Lacheln. Sobald es geht. Er
hat Heimweh, will seine Heimat wieder aufbauen. Irgendwann muss der Krieg enden. So lange
will er sich in seinem Fachgebiet fit halten, wie ein Profiful3baller ohne Verein, um am Tag X
bereit zu sein. Er hofft auf ein Anschlussstipendium fiir seine Doktorarbeit. Und der Ingenieur
hat noch einen Plan B: Er kann sich vorstellen, eine NGO zu griinden und von Jordanien aus
Aufbauhilfe fur Syrien zu leisten. Freiwilligenarbeit macht er jetzt schon, er ist Projektleiter in
einer Organisation, die hilft, in Syrien Hauser und Schulen wiederaufzubauen.

Wie lange kann Jordanien die Fliichtlinge noch schultern? Bisher kippt die Stimmung
gegenuber den Syrern noch nicht, anders als in der Turkei und im Libanon. Nur manchmal
steigt Mohammed aus dem Taxi wieder aus, wenn der Fahrer tGber die Syrer schimpft, dass sie
den Jordaniern die Jobs wegnehmen wiirden. Und er kennt die Geschichten von
Kommilitonen, die lieber verschweigen, dass sie aus Syrien sind. Mohammed sagt aber, das
seien Ausnahmen, die Akzeptanz sei grof3, Jordanien das beste Land fir syrische Fliichtlinge.
Erist sehr dankbar. Das wiederholt er oft, es ist keine Floskel.

Auch die Gesellschaft flir internationale Zusammenarbeit bietet Stipendien fiir Studenten an.
Um Konkurrenz und Spannungen abzuschwéachen, nicht nur fiir syrische Fliichtlinge, sondern
zu gleichen Teilen auch fur bediirftige Jordanier. Ein Ansatz, der umso wichtiger werden
dirfte, je langer der Krieg dauert und je langer die Syrer im Land bleiben.

Ende April sind in Briissel Vertreter von 85 Staaten zu einer Geberkonferenz fiir Syrien
zusammengekommen. Sie verpflichteten sich zu Zahlungen in Héhe von 3,7 Milliarden Euro.
Gewaltige Summen. Die aber nicht reichen werden, die UN hatten auf 6,5 Milliarden gehofft.
Die Spendenmdigkeit gab es schon einmal, 2015. Sie war Mitausléser eines grof3en Exodus
nach Europa, sagen Experten aus dem UNHCR.

Nach Briissel war auch Kenana al-Chaieb eingeladen. Die Hopes-Stipendiatin berichtete EU-
Kommissar Johannes Hahn Uber die Situation syrischer Studenten in Jordanien. Jetzt ist sie
wieder zurlick an der Universitat in Irbid und bt sich in positivem Denken. Sie hat sich einen
Tee in der Cafeteria geholt und sucht den schmalen Schatten einer Mauer. Sie ist dezent
geschminkt, tragt ein violettes Kopftuch, Bluse und Jeans. Kenana stammt aus Damaskus, sie
ist 28 Jahre alt, hat einen hervorragenden Bachelorabschluss in Pharmazie, doch eine
Arbeitserlaubnis fir ihren Beruf bekommt auch sie nicht. Sie Gbernahm Aushilfsjobs, in einer
Apotheke, als Hiwi in der Bibliothek.

Immer ist sie auf der Suche nach Stipendien, um einen Master machen zu kénnen. Als sie 2016
die Zusage von Hopes bekam, sei das der gliicklichste Tag in ihrem Leben gewesen. Jetzt ruckt
ihr Abschluss in Betriebswirtschaft naher. Wie geht es weiter? Eine Doktorarbeit kann sie sich
vorstellen, eine Arbeit bei einer Nichtregierungsorganisation, alles, nur kein Leben in der
Warteschleife.

Auch an der Deutsch-Jordanischen Universitat (GJU) tragt man dazu bei, die Flliichtlingskrise
zu bewaltigen. Der Campus liegt, je nach Verkehr, etwa eine Autostunde stidlich von Amman in
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Madaba. Die GJU, 2005 gegriindet, gilt als eine der besten Hochschulen des Landes. 4.400
Studierende, knapp die Halfte davon sind Frauen. Auch die Fihrung ist weiblich. Dorit
Schumann, die Vizeprasidentin, hat in ihrem Biro ein Zeichen flr Gleichberechtigung gesetzt
und neben den obligatorischen Portratfotos von Kénig und Sohn noch eines der Kénigin
aufgehangt. Die GJU ist praxisorientiert nach dem Vorbild deutscher Fachhochschulen, was
sie auszeichnet, ist der rege Austausch mit der Wirtschaft, eine Ausnahme in der Region. Und
noch etwas ist aul3ergewohnlich: das Programm Sozialarbeit mit Fliichtlingen. Das einzige
seiner Artim Nahen Osten. Unter den Teilnehmern sind auch Flichtlinge.

Einer von ihnen ist Ahmad, sein Vorname soll hier gentigen, zwei seiner Bruder hat er im
Blrgerkrieg verloren. Er sitzt auf einem Sessel im Biiro der Vizeprasidentin und erzahlt von
seiner Arbeit mit Kindern im Fliichtlingscamp Saatari. In Syrien war er Englischlehrer, aber die
Sozialarbeit erflllt ihn auch. Fiir wie lange? Wird Jordanien zu seiner zweiten Heimat? Das
hange auch von den Jordaniern ab, sagt er und kann dabei lachen. Von seiner Seite aus: "Ja."

Umfragen der Vereinten Nationen zeigen, dass viele Fliichtlinge zwar zurickkehren wollen,
aber nicht in absehbarer Zukunft. Eine jingste Carnegie-Studie ergab: Die grofde Mehrheit will
nicht nach Syrien zurtick, solange keine Sicherheit garantiert ist. "Sicherheit" bezog sich dabei
nicht nur auf den Krieg, sondern auch auf das Regime. Ahmad, der ehemalige Englischlehrer,
sagt: Es geht nicht nur darum, das Land, seine Hauser, seine Stral3en wiederaufzubauen.
"Entscheidend ist: Kbnnen wir Syrer uns je wieder akzeptieren, schaffen wir es, ein
demokratisches System aufzubauen, in dem es Gerechtigkeit gibt?" Glaubt er daran? Er muss
hoffen. So wie Kenana al-Chaieb, so wie Mohammed al-Subi. Der wird im August Vater, er
winscht sich, dass sein Sohn einmal in Syrien aufwachst.

The project HOPES (Higher and Further Education Opportunities and Perspectives for Syrians), funded by the
EU's Regional Trust Fund in response to the Syrian Crisis, the ‘Madad Fund’ and implemented by the German
Academic Exchange Service (DAAD), British Council, Campus France and Nuffic, is pleased to launch the third intake of
its scholarship program for refugees from Syria in Jordan and young people in host communities in partnership with
UNHCR's Albert Einstein German Academic Refugee initiative (DAFI).

Vor dem Hintergrund einer Zahl von gut 65 Millionen Geflichteten weltweit spricht der
ehemalige Generalsekretar der Vereinten Nationen, Ban Ki Moon, von ,the biggest refugee
and displacement crisis of our time“.

Der Deutsche Akademische Austauschdienst (DAAD) implementiert in diesem
Rahmen das regionale Groflvorhaben Higher and Further Education Opportunities and
Perspectives for Syrians (HOPES) federfihrend mit seinen europaischen
Schwesterorganisationen British Council, Campus France und Nuffic. Entsprechend betragt
das Gesamtvolumen zwolf Millionen Euro. Ziel des Programms ist es, jungen geflichteten
Syrerinnen und Syrern, aber auch bedurftigen jungen Menschen aus den Gastgesellschaften
durch einen verbesserten Zugang zur Hochschul- und Weiterbildung,
Qualifikationsperspektiven zu erdéffnen.

Alle im Libanon von HOPES geforderten Studierenden streben einen Masterabschluss an,
der das Verfassen einer umfangreichen Masterarbeit zur Voraussetzung hat.

Hoffnungsvolles Pilotprojekt

Drei syrische HOPES-Masterstudenten in Tripolis, die sich dieser Aufgabe erfolgreich gestellt
haben und kurz vor Abschluss ihres Studiums stehen, haben zusammen mit einem ihrer
Professoren nun einen Kurs entworfen, in dem sie an vier Wochenenden 50 ihrer

Gedanken Uber ein noch viel komplexeres Problem gemacht. Zum einen erlangen
Schulkinder aus Fluchtlingsfamilien haufig nicht die nétige Hochschulreife, zum anderen
bestehen fur syrische Universitatsabsolventen derzeit keinerlei Mdglichkeiten, einen
adaquaten Beruf auszulben.

Hoffnung: eine syrische Studentin auf einer HOPES-Konferenz in Beirut

Das syrische Hochschulwesen im achten Jahr des Krieges: ein Beitrag von
Dr. Carsten Walbiner, der im Auftrag des DAAD das EU-finanzierte Projekt

Nur selten ist in der aktuellen Berichterstattung Uber die Syrienkrise vom Hochschulwesen
des Landes die Rede. Dabei kommt den Universitaten fur die Gestaltung des zukunftigen
Syrien eine grof3e Bedeutung zu. Sie formen die Fach- und Fihrungskrafte, die vor der
Mammutaufgabe stehen, ein teilweise zerstortes, innerlich tief zerrissenes Land wieder
aufbauen zu muissen.

Umverteilung von Studierenden

Der materielle Schaden, den die héheren Bildungseinrichtungen seit 2011 genommen haben,
ist im Vergleich zu anderen Bereichen relativ gering und wird von Regierungsseite auf 17,5
Millionen Dollar geschatzt. Nur eine der sieben staatlichen Universitaten — diejenige im
voribergehend vom IS beherrschten Deir ez-Zor — musste ihren Betrieb fir langere Zeit, von
2013 bis 2018, ganzlich einstellen. Auch wurden einige universitare Zweigniederlassungen
sowie vier private Hochschulen im Osten des Landes geschlossen. Die betroffenen
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Studierenden wurden weitgehend auf die weiterhin funktionstiichtigen Institutionen in den
anderen Landesteilen umverteilt. Aktuell gibt es in Syrien sieben staatliche und 22 private
Universitaten, an denen nach Angaben des Hochschulministeriums mehr Studierende
eingeschrieben sind als vor Ausbruch des Krieges.

Allerdings sind die Bedingungen, unter denen diese Einrichtungen operieren, alles andere als
gut und von einer anhaltenden Verschlechterung gepragt. Die Zahl der Studierenden hat
durch die Binnenflucht an einigen Hochschulen dramatisch zugenommen. Die Klassen sind
Uberfullt, oft stehen keine Unterrichtsmittel in ausreichender Menge zur Verfiigung. Die
Ausstattung der Labore — schon vor dem Krieg nicht auf Spitzenniveau — Iasst zu wiinschen
Ubrig, haufig kdnnen keine Materialien oder Ersatzteile beschafft werden. Namliches trifft auf
die Bibliotheken zu, die kaum noch Blicher und Zeitschriften aus dem Ausland bekommen
oder die Gebuhren fir elektronische Nutzungswege aufbringen kénnen.

"Massives Ausscheiden von Lehrkréaften": DAAD-Experte Carsten Walbiner

Das zentrale Problem stellt allerdings der Verlust an qualifiziertem Personal dar. Bis 2016
hatte die Damaskus-Universitat, die flihrende Hochschule des Landes, 43 Prozent ihres
akademischen Personals verloren; aktuelle Schatzungen gehen fiir den gesamten
Hochschulbereich von einer Verlustquote von etwa 50 Prozent aus. Die Griinde fir dieses
massive Ausscheiden von Lehrkraften sind vielfaltig und reichen von Flucht aufgrund akuter
Bedrohung von Leib und Leben bis hin zur Suche nach besser bezahlten Stellen in der
Privatwirtschaft.
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Viele Akademiker haben das Land ganzlich verlassen. Und nattirlich handelt es sich meist um
die Bestqualifizierten. Adaquater Ersatz kann oft nicht beschafft werden. Das fiihrt dazu, dass
Promovenden und sogar Masterstudenten massiv in die Lehrtatigkeit eingebunden werden,

was stark zulasten der eigentlich zu erbringenden Leistungen in Forschung und Studium geht.
Allerdings ist das Angebot flir postgraduale Weiterbildung stark eingeschrankt. Je 1.000
Absolventen grundstandiger Studien stehen nur zwolf Platze in Masterstudiengangen zur
Verfigung. Im Bereich der Promotion fehlt es haufig an den nétigen Forschungsmitteln, aber
auch an seridser fachlicher Betreuung. Viele Professoren haben den Anschluss an die
Entwicklung in ihren Wissenschaftsdisziplinen verloren. Es fehlt der Zugang zu Literatur und
die Méglichkeit, selbst wissenschaftlich aktiv zu werden.




Sorge um die Zukunft

Und natirlich sind die Ereignisse der vergangenen Jahre nicht spurlos an Lehrkraften und
Studierenden voribergegangen. Viele haben Traumata erlitten und alle erfillt die Sorge um
das Morgen. ,Wir‘ — und damit meinte er die Universitaten — ,haben Uberlebt”, konstatierte
unlangst ein syrischer Professor auf einer Tagung in Beirut, ,und das ist einzig und allein das
Verdienst der Professoren und der Studenten®. Dass das Hochschulwesen auch angesichts
massiv zurlickgegangener staatlicher Unterstiitzung Giberhaupt noch funktioniert, gleicht in
der Tat einem Wunder und unterscheidet Syrien von anderen Konfliktregionen, in denen das
héhere Bildungswesen haufig massiven Schaden nahm und dann in der postkonfliktaren
Phase mihsam wieder aufgebaut werden musste.

Die Gefahr ist grol3, dass auch das syrische Hochschulwesen doch noch kollabiert bzw.
weiteren ernsthaften Schaden nimmt. Dies héatte fir den Wiederaufbau des Landes drastische
Konsequenzen. Zum einen kdnnten die dringend bendtigten Fachkrafte nicht bereitgestellt
werden, zum anderen ware ein aufwendiger Wiederaufbau zu finanzieren, der weitaus teurer
kame als eine rechtzeitige Investition in den Erhalt und ggf. Ausbau der bestehenden
Strukturen. Dazu sollte vor allem Hilfe fur die Hochschullehrer angeboten werden: die
fachliche und methodologische Weiterbildung, die Schaffung von Zugangen zu Wissen und
Daten und die Ermdglichung wissenschaftlicher Aktivitaten. Dies wiirde die Hochschullehrer
nicht nur besser qualifizieren, sondern auch starker motivieren, wovon sehr unmittelbar auch
die Studierenden profitieren wirden und in einem weiteren Kontext das gesamte Land.

The project HOPES (Higher and Further Education Opportunities and Perspectives for Syrians), funded by
the EU’s Regional Trust Fund in response to the Syrian Crisis, the ‘Madad Fund’ and implemented by the German
Academic Exchange Service (DAAD), the British Council, Campus France and Nuffic, is pleased to announce the
third intake of its scholarship program for refugees from Syria in Lebanon in partnership with UNHCR’s Albert
Einstein German Academic Refugee Initiative (DAFI) and in collaboration with the Lebanese University.

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HOPES Awarding ceremony

Monday, 23 July 2018

Erbil, 16 July 2018. The EU-funded HOPES project held a ceremony today to award 89
students from Syria and Kurdistan region of Iraq (KRI) with scholarships for a two years
Diploma, Bachelor, and Master degrees at several universities.

The ceremony took place at the Erbil International Hotel and was attended by
representatives of the Delegation to the European Union to Iraq, the KRI Ministry of
Higher Education, and several national and international educational institutions.

The event was opened by his Excellency Dr. Yosif Goran, the Minister of higher
Education and Scientific Research in KRI, the Head of the EU office to Erbil, Ms. Clarisse

scholarship certificates were awarded to 89 students, of which 48 are women.

On Wednesday November 14, 2018 the German Jordanian University (GJU) hosted the
HOPES project funded by the European Union’s Regional Trust Fund in response to the
Syrian Crisis, the ‘Madad Fund’ and implemented by the German Academic Exchange
Service (DAAD), the British Council, Campus France and Nuffic, organised its second
National Stakeholders Dialogue, entitled ‘Language Needs of Syrians for Higher Education -
Language for Resilience’.

This gathering is part of a series of stakeholders dialogues organized on a national level
bringing together representatives from ministries, higher education institutions, key
institutional stakeholders involved in tertiary education and the Syria crisis. The National
Stakeholders Dialogues seek to provide a platform for discussion and information
exchange, in order to expand the dialogue on higher education and the Syria crisis, to
strengthen coordination on a national level and explore new approaches benefitting all
stakeholders.

Following the welcome notes by the Delegation of the European Union to the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan and the 'Madad Fund' as well the German Jordanian University and the
HOPES project; the dialogue incorporated a panel session and various presentations
addressing the specific language requirements of the local higher and further education
system in Jordan.
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The dialogue allowed to integrate suggestions of Syrian students and to discuss
programmatic challenges and needs of the higher education institutions in terms of foreign
language courses. It also explored further recommendations and approaches towards
helping both refugee students and institutions to overcome language barriers on a national
level.

Eight years into the Syrian crisis, millions of Syrians have fled their country finding refuge in
the neighboring countries. Amongst them, only a small number of post-secondary age
students are currently enrolled in a university program, and the majority of those are
struggling to adapt to the academic system of the host countries.

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Tough international sanctions against Syria were established to weaken the hold of the country's
leader, President Bashar al-Assad, whose people revolted against his authoritarian rule in 2011 and
who has attacked his own citizens, sometimes with chemical weapons, detained people arbitrarily and
engaged in brutal tactics against those living in opposition areas.

Even the toughest sanctions, those of the United States and the European Union, contain exceptions
intended to allow humanitarian aid and support for education. In practice though, the sanctions and
the war have combined to stop almost all aid to the country's weakened higher-education system.

An end to the conflict seems to be coming nearer as the Syrian government expands its areas of
control. Now some education leaders are looking for ways to help Syria’s professors and university
students, although they remain cautious about engaging directly with public universities.

U.S. sanctions are harsher than European ones, but E.U. officials, in background interviews and private
meetings, also express great hesitance to become involved in areas of Syria under the control of the
Damascus government.

Tough U.S. Sanctions

After the Syrian government began cracking down on pro-democracy demonstrations in early 2011,
the United States intensified the sanctions it already had in place since the 1980s. The sanctions
program, overseen by the Treasury Department’s Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) and updated
since then, is one of the most comprehensive the United States has imposed on any country. (An
overview of the U.S. sanctions is available as a PDF file, and the Treasury Department has published
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“frequently asked questions” about the sanctions.)

According to the Treasury Department, the goal of the sanctions is “to reinforce the President’s call
that Bashar al-Assad step down and to disrupt the Assad regime’s ability to finance its campaign of
violence against the Syrian people.”

The sanctions ban exports of many goods and all services to Syria and any new investments in the
country. Americans are prohibited from engaging in commercial and financial transactions with the
country's main, state-owned bank, the Commercial Bank of Syria.

The sanctions also freeze the property of the Syrian government and hundreds of companies and
individuals, including President al-Assad and senior officials of his government, as well as Syrian
businessmen linked to the regime. Those individuals are included on OFAC's Specially Designated
Nationals and Blocked Persons List, and Americans and projects supported by American organizations
are banned from doing any business with them. Nongovernmental organizations working with Syrians
have been advised to check the “Specially Designated Nationals” database to make sure that anyone
they are working with or paying for services is not on the list.

The Education Exception

At the same time, OFAC has issued a so-called general license to allow nongovernmental organizations
to engage in not-for-profit activities in Syria “in support of humanitarian projects, democracy-building,
education, and non-commercial development projects directly benefitting the Syrian people.”
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An OFAC guidance document goes so far as to state: “U.S. NGOs may provide services to Syria in
support of humanitarian projects in Syria without the need for a specific license from OFAC because
this activity is covered under OFAC General License No. 11.” OFAC guidance has also indicated that
U.S. organizations can support or attend conferences outside Syria that Syrian nationals attend if the
conferences are focused on permitted topics, such as education.

Like much of Syrian society, higher education suffers from shortages of all sorts, with supplies from
textbooks to laboratory chemicals in short supply or completely missing. The sanctions and travel
restrictions imposed by many countries on Syrians have often prevented Syrian faculty members from
attending conferences and collaborating with international colleagues.

“We couldn't conduct experiments because we didn't have materials due to sanctions,” said a young
Syrian studying in London who graduated recently from a pharmacy program in his country. He
regrets that his education ended up being largely theoretical.

While U.S. universities and nongovernmental organizations have provided scholarships or jobs to

Syrian students and faculty members who have left their country, there appear to be no efforts by U.S.
groups to aid displaced youth or higher education inside Syria. (See related articles, on the results of a
survey of Syrian students seeking advanced degrees, “The Frustrating Lives of Syria’s Future Leaders,”

and a summary of the plight of such students, “Ambitious Syrian Students Often Enter a Maze.”)

There are widespread concerns that attempts to work with a university in the government-controlled
parts of Syria could inadvertently violate Washington's tough sanctions regime, even with provisions
that allow humanitarian help. Secondly, many academics are reluctant to engage with a system that
appears to be tightly controlled by the repressive Assad regime.

Amr Al-Azm, a professor of Middle East history and anthropology at Shawnee State University, in Ohio,
founded an archaeological research center at Damascus University when he worked there in the early
2000s. He is opposed to helping Syrian higher education as long as the Assad government is in place.
“We shouldn't be doing anything,” said Al-Azm.

“The regime always uses access [to foreign assistance] to reward persons who are loyal, rather than
those who are most qualified.”

Steven Heydemann, a professor and director of the Program in Middle East Studies at Smith College,
in Massachusetts, agrees. “Conflict and the repressive conduct of the regime have been far more
serious factors for Syrian academics than sanctions,” he said.

Countering such opinions are Syrian academics who have stayed in Syria. They point out that the
number of displaced youth inside Syria is much higher than that of Syrian refugees, who have gotten
the lion's share of international attention. Advocates for engaging Syrian youth and academics inside
Syria as individuals, at least, argue that ignorance and isolation will just doom Syria to an endless cycle
of poorly educated leadership and weak or nonexistent civil society institutions.

The European Approach

Europe has adopted a similar approach to the U.S. one, but with some differences. Like the United
States, the European Union imposed sanctions in early 2011, for Syria's “brutal repression and
violation of human rights,” and has updated the sanctions several times since. (An overview of E.U.
restrictions on all sanctioned countries can be found in this PDF document. The European Council,
which extended the sanctions last May, has also published an overall strategy for Syria, which includes
its humanitarian response.)
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The E.U. sanctions are not as sweeping as those of the United States, but are still extensive and
include trade restrictions, financial sanctions and an arms embargo. As of January 23, 2019, some 270
individuals and 72 entities were targeted by a travel ban and an asset freeze. Enforcement of E.U.

sanctions is complicated by differences among the 28 member countries on how to interpret various
rules and procedures.

Even so, European educators have been wary of offering help to Syrian higher education, for fear of
violating sanctions. Racha Nasreddine, the British Council's country director for Syria, who is based in
Beirut, says there is a lack of clarity in how the sanctions apply to academic assistance. (Although the
United Kingdom is seeking to exit the European Union, it is currently bound by E.U. regulations and
the British Council continues to work with European partners.)

Many who want to help Syrian students and academics, she says, fear that “anything you want to do in
Syria in terms of support will be a breach of sanctions and a problem.”

At the same time, the E.U.'s main academic and training mobility program, Erasmus+, has been quietly
assisting some faculty members at several major Syrian public universities. These Syrian scholars
participate in various Capacity Building for Higher Education projects, where they partner with peers
from a dozen or so other institutions from the Middle East and Europe.

The projects invite the Syrian scholars to workshops and training programs outside Syria, and
purchase educational resources for them, like books, software and lab equipment, according to an
official who asked not to be named because he was not authorized to speak to the press.

In order to avoid violating E.U. sanctions, the program cooperates directly with faculty members,
without going through their respective university administrations. But the Syrian authorities have not
interfered, said the Erasmus+ official, apparently because they do not see the program as a threat and
recognize that the assistance strengthens the country’s universities.
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Meanwhile, as the war in Syria goes increasingly in favor of President Assad, bringing his side’s likely
victory closer, other European academic exchange leaders are anxious to expand Europe’s assistance
to Syrian higher education.

Europe already had more of a tradition of academic cooperation with Syria than the United States.

Europe is, of course, much closer to the troubled country. The British Council, for example, had
extensive programs in Syria promoting university quality assurance and academic cooperation with
British scholars until it closed its office in Damascus in 2012 and withdrew from the country amid the
deepening civil war.

Europe has also accepted large numbers of refugees from Syria, in sharp contrast to the much more
restrictive entry policies of the United States.

Carsten Walbiner is a strong advocate of more assistance. Walbiner is a German national who directs
HOPES, a European Union-funded program that has provided scholarships for 600 Syrians to pursue
mostly graduate courses outside their country, and another 4,000 students to take foreign-language

courses.

Advocates for Assistance

“One of the main wishes we have is that these people who we support will one day go back to Syria
and help to rebuild the country,” he says. But to attract them back to Syria, and to help with the
massive rebuilding effort that will be needed for the demolished country, “we have to make sure there
are functioning universities there.”

Walbiner and the British Council's Nasreddine are among a group of European higher education
exchange leaders who have been meeting in recent months to discuss ways to help support Syrian
higher education. They are initially focusing on two goals: creating short faculty training programs in
universities in Lebanon and other neighboring countries, and exploring the creation of online courses
for Syrian students.

NNA - The AUB’s Issam Fares Institute for Public Policy and
International Affairs is organizing a five day training workshop as part of
the “Integrating Syrians into Lebanese Higher Education through
Recognition of Qualifications” project, which is implemented in
partnership with Norwegian Agency for Quality Assurance in Education
(NOKUT) as part of the Grant scheme of the HOPES project funded by
the European Union’s Regional Trust Fund in response to the Syrian
Crisis, the ‘Madad Fund’ and implemented by the German Academic
Exchange Service (DAAD) together with the British Council, Campus
France and Nuffic.

The project aims to develop a comprehensive, functional, and tailor-
made recognition tool for the Lebanese higher education sector to be
able to integrate Syrian refugees who do not have access to their
academic documents or have documents that need official validation.
The tool, “Qualification's Passport for Refugees”, has been developed by
NOKUT and modified to fit the Lebanese context.

During the workshop, participants from the Ministry of Education and
Higher Education, as well as admission officers from AUB, LIU, and Al-
Jinan University will be trained on how to use the tool which is a pioneer
project in Lebanon and in the MENA region.
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European Union Ambassador to Lebanon Christina Lassen and British Ambassador Chris Rampling on
Thursday visited the Bekaa region to inspect EU and UK support to the local communities.

Lassen visited the border town of Arsal, where she met with the Head of Municipality, Bassel al-Hujeiri.
to discuss “future EU support to the Arsal area,” an EU Delegation statement said.

After that she headed to the Inmaa Informal Settlement where the International Rescue Committee is
implementing a program for the protection of adolescent girls with support from the European Civil
Protection and Humanitarian Aid Operations (ECHO). The ambassador then met with representatives
from the Norwegian People’s Aid and Mines Advisory Group near landmine contaminated area where a
new mine clearing program will soon be launched with EU support to the benefit of the Arsal population.

Lassen was later joined by UK Ambassador Rampling at the Kayany Foundation all-girls school in
Barelias. They saw how the science laboratories installed, and the academic and scholarship guidance,
alongside psychosocial support activities, are benefiting the youth, both refugees and Lebanese, thanks to
a grant from the HOPES project funded by the European Union, and through the PADILEIA program
funded by the UK's Department for International Development (DFID).

Both activities are being implemented by the American University of Beirut's Center for Civic
Engagement and Community Service.

The visit to the Bekaa concluded with a tour of cherry orchards in Zahle and a discussion with farmers

who have received extensive technical and business trainings with EU experts through the EU's private
sector development program.

"Our visit to the Bekaa today showcases the vast array of support that the EU and its Member States are
providing in Lebanon," Lassen said.

Find Few Quick Solutions

AMMAN—ADbdullah al-Ghanim, a 21-year-old Syrian citizen, has managed this year to attain his
personal goal of attending university to study media and mass communication. But to pay his tuition
of about $2,000 a semester, he has to work 12 hours a day as a waiter in a coffee shop. Between his
job and time in classes, al-Ghanim cannot sleep more than four hours a day.

“I dreamed of getting a scholarship, but all my applications were rejected without explanation,” he
said. “l know that many Syrian students have won scholarships, but there are many like me who have
not been able to get one. | hope there will be an increase in the number of scholarships to meet the
mounting number of students in need. | also hope programs would clarify the reasons for rejection to
ensure transparent selection.”

Al-Ghanim'’s comments came as part of his participation this month in a panel at a conference in
Jordan titled “Higher Education and the Syrian Crisis, What's Next?” The conference was part of a
project called Higher and Further Education Opportunities and Perspectives for Syrians, funded by the
European Union.

The project, which is known as HOPES, seeks to provide higher-education opportunities for Syrian
refugees and other young people in communities affected by the influx of refugees in Egypt, Iraq,
Jordan, Lebanon and Turkey. The HOPES project has German, French, Dutch and British partners and
is supported by the European Union’'s Madad Fund. The program offers full scholarships to students
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to pursue undergraduate and master's degrees, along with university guidance services and English
courses. It also supports innovative education-focused initiatives and short-term learning projects.

The panel session at which al-Ghanim spoke also included a number of Syrian and Jordanian students
with scholarships who spoke about the challenges they face.

“Getting access to the labor market is very difficult, and decent job opportunities that are
commensurate with our university studies are almost non-existent,” said Mohammed Ezzeddine, a
student at the University of Petra, in Jordan, who recently earned a master’s degree in business
administration.

Ezzeddine obtained his bachelor’s degree in civil engineering, but was unable to find work or even to
get additional training because of the kingdom'’s labor laws that restrict many professions such as
engineering to citizens only. (See a related article, “Syrian Refugees Are Often Steered into lllegal
Jobs.”) For this reason, he decided to complete his higher education in another subject in an effort to
find employment. But his new master’s degree is not helping him.

“l would not have completed my higher education without getting a scholarship,” he said. “I'm very
grateful to the staff, but I'm still without work. This is just frustrating.”

Refugee employment was the focus of another panel within the two-day conference. Attendees at the
conference discussed efforts at improving social cohesion and integration; ways of alleviating tensions
within host communities; the language needs of refugee students in higher education; blended
learning and online study solutions; and the status of refugee academics. All subjects had been
discussed before in regional and international meetings.

Donor Interest Fades

Although many young Syrians continue to be interested in higher education, donor interest in
supporting them is declining, with some programs discontinuing and other programs coming to a
standstill. (See a related article, “Donor Interest Fades in Scholarships for Refugees.”)

“We need more funding to continue our programs, increase the number of scholarships and improve
their conditions to accommodate the growing numbers of students,” said Maren Kroeger, the senior
officer for higher education at UNHCR, the United Nations Refugee Agency. “International institutions
are now more aware of the reality of refugees’ education and are more experienced,” she added, “We
can work better and more with more cost-efficiency.”

Nasser Yassin, the director of research at the Issam Fares Institute for Public Policy and International
Affairs at the American University of Beirut, was outspoken in criticizing the current policy responses
to the Syrian crisis. “There is a problem with the response system. It is short and time-limited, while
the Syrian crisis is long and still going on and the possibility of the refugees going back home soon is
not realistic,” he said. He said the current responses can be compared to just keeping refugees on the
surface of the water, largely safe from drowning, but never pulling them out of the water. “The
response system needs to be reviewed and developed in line with the reality of long crises.”

The conference concluded with a series of recommendations concerning the need for increased
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collaboration among international institutions interested in refugee education. “We need more
cooperation and less competition to benefit the students and to continue our work efficiently,” said
Carsten Walbiner, the director of HOPES.

Al-Ghanim concluded his speech by expressing how much pressure he was under simply to remain a
student. “Between work and study, | do not have time to sleep or practice my favorite sport,” he said, “I
hope to have time to play football, the game | love and have not practiced for a long time.”
